> Unweighted GPA (through 5 semesters)   

> Qualifying test score: 18 ACT (English section and Composite) OR Accuplacer  (Reading Comprehension 

Score within the eligibility range) 

NOTE: Student must attach a copy of test score to the application. 

 OR 

Indicate the scheduled testing date for ACT or Accuplacer  

NOTE: If you choose to take the free Accuplacer test, you must sign up through LVCC. 

 A Longview Community College ID number is required to sign up for the test. To

If your unweighted GPA falls 

below 3.0 prior to the first day of school, you will be removed from College Credit English enrollment 

and placed in an alternate course.  You must maintain a 3.0 unweighted GPA for second semester 

enrollment in English 102.
